You stiff-necked people, uncircumcised in heart and ears, you
always resist the Holy Spirit. As your fathers did, so do you. >*Which of the prophets did your fathers not persecute?
And they killed those who announced beforehand the coming of the Righteous One, whom you have now betrayed
and murdered, **you who received the law as delivered by angels and did not keep it." **Now when they heard these
things they were enraged, and they ground their teeth at him. >But he, full of the Holy Spirit, gazed into heaven and
saw the glory of God, and Jesus standing at the right hand of God. °And he said, "Behold, I see the heavens opened,
and the Son of Man standing at the right hand of God." *’But they cried out with a loud voice and stopped their ears
and rushed together at him. **Then they cast him out of the city and stoned him. And the witnesses laid down their
garments at the feet of a young man named Saul. *’And as they were stoning Stephen, he called out, "Lord Jesus,
receive my spirit." *’And falling to his knees he cried out with a loud voice, "Lord, do not hold this sin against
them." And when he had said this, he fell asleep.

THE EPISTLE READING is from I Peter 2:4-10, pages 1014-1015:

*As you come to him, a living stone rejected by men but in the sight of God chosen and precious, “you yourselves
like living stones are being built up as a spiritual house, to be a holy priesthood, to offer spiritual sacrifices
acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. °For it stands in Scripture: "Behold, I am laying in Zion a stone, a
cornerstone chosen and precious, and whoever believes in him will not be put to shame." ’So the honor is for you
who believe, but for those who do not believe, "The stone that the builders rejected has become the cornerstone,"
Sand "A stone of stumbling, and a rock of offense." They stumble because they disobey the word, as they were
destined to do. “But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people for his own possession, that
you may proclaim the excellencies of him who called you out of darkness into his marvelous light. '’Once you were
not a people, but now you are God’s people; once you had not received mercy, but now you have received mercy.

The words that I say to you I do not speak on
my own authority, but the Father who dwells in me does his works. ''Believe me that I am in the Father and the
Father is in me, or else believe on account of the works themselves. '>"Truly, truly, I say to you, whoever believes in
me will also do the works that I do; and greater works than these will he do, because I am going to the Father.
