177:  (5:00, 8:00, & 10:30)

5S0 Moses the servant of the LORD died there in the land of Moab, according to the word of the
LORD, 6and he buried him in the valley in the land of Moab opposite Beth-peor; but no one
knows the place of his burial to this day. 7Moses was 120 years old when he died. His eye was
undimmed, and his vigor unabated. 8And the people of Israel wept for Moses in the plains of Moab
thirty days. Then the days of weeping and mourning for Moses were ended. 9And Joshua the son
of Nun was full of the spirit of wisdom, for Moses had laid his hands on him. So the people of
Israel obeyed him and did as the LORD had commanded Moses.

Therefore, holy brothers, you who share in a heavenly calling, consider Jesus, the apostle and
high priest of our confession, “who was faithful to him who appointed him, just as Moses also
was faithful in all God’s house. *For Jesus has been counted worthy of more glory than Moses—
as much more glory as the builder of a house has more honor than the house itself. *(For every
house is built by someone, but the builder of all things is God.) >Now Moses was faithful in all
God’s house as a servant, to testify to the things that were to be spoken later, ®but Christ is
faithful over God’s house as a son. And we are his house if indeed we hold fast our confidence
and our boasting in our hope.
