THE OLD TESTAMENT READING for the twenty-sixth Sunday of Pentecost is from Daniel 12:1-3, page 750:  (5, 8, 

& 10:30) 
1"At that time shall arise Michael, the great prince who has charge of your people. And there shall be a time of 
trouble, such as never has been since there was a nation till that time. But at that time your people shall be delivered, 
everyone whose name shall be found written in the book. 2And many of those who sleep in the dust of the earth shall 
awake, some to everlasting life, and some to shame and everlasting contempt. 3And those who are wise shall shine 
like the brightness of the sky above; and those who turn many to righteousness, like the stars forever and ever.

THE EPISTLE READING is from Hebrews 12:25-28, page 1009: 
25 See to it that you do not refuse him who speaks. If they did not escape when they refused him who warned them 
on earth, how much less will we, if we turn away from him who warns us from heaven? 26 At that time his voice 
shook the earth, but now he has promised, “Once more I will shake not only the earth but also the heavens.” 27 The 
words “once more” indicate the removing of what can be shaken—that is, created things—so that what cannot be 
shaken may remain. 28 Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaken, let us be thankful, and so 
worship God acceptably with reverence and awe.

1And as he came out of the temple, one of his disciples said to him, "Look, Teacher, what wonderful stones and 
what wonderful buildings!" 2And Jesus said to him, "Do you see these great buildings? There will not be left here 
one stone upon another that will not be thrown down."  3And as he sat on the Mount of Olives opposite the temple, 
Peter and James and John and Andrew asked him privately, 4"Tell us, when will these things be, and what will be 
the sign when all these things are about to be accomplished?" 5And Jesus began to say to them, "See that no one 
leads you astray. 6 Many will come in my name, saying, 'I am he!' and they will lead many astray. 7And when you 
hear of wars and rumors of wars, do not be alarmed. This must take place, but the end is not yet. 8For nation will rise 
against nation, and kingdom against kingdom. There will be earthquakes in various places; there will be famines. 
These are but the beginning of the birth pains.  9 "But be on your guard. For they will deliver you over to councils, 
and you will be beaten in synagogues, and you will stand before governors and kings for my sake, to bear witness 
before them. 10And the gospel must first be proclaimed to all nations. 11And when they bring you to trial and deliver 
you over, do not be anxious beforehand what you are to say, but say whatever is given you in that hour, for it is not 
you who speak, but the Holy Spirit. 12 And brother will deliver brother over to death, and the father his child, and 
children will rise against parents and have them put to death. 13And you will be hated by all for my name’s sake. But 
the one who endures to the end will be saved.
